The Embassy of the Republic of Tiirkiye in Cairo, Office of the Commercial Counsellor
presents its compliments to the Ministry of Trade and Industry of the Arab Republic of Egypt.

As it is known The United Nations (UN) endorsed our country’s name as “Tlirkiye” and
the sole purpose of the written order given by our Ministry on June 28" 2022 was to reflect this
change onto the proofs of origin and movement certificates issued in Tirkiye.

This new implementation as ‘to the issuance of the said documents bearing the
inscription “Tiirkiye™ has been carried out gradually since June 28™, 2022. For that reason, 28
June 2022 can be considered as the start date of this new implementation.

Despite being an exceptional case, there might be still some documents issued after the
said date on which the expressions in foreign languages like “Turkey” appear. These documents
should not be rejected merely on this ground.

Official note of the Embassy of Republic of Tiirkiye which was sent on August 7" 2022
with reference number Z-2022/82844444/34771360 to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Arab Republic of Egypt, intended to serve only as a notification concerning the issue that the
expression “Tiirkiye™ has started to be used on proofs of origin and movement certificates to
indicate our country.

The main aim of that letter was to ensure that the documents bearing the expression
“Tiirkiye” are to be accepted.

If there is no other suspicion with regard to the fact that whether the documents were
truly issued in Tiirkiye or not after that date, the proofs of origin and movement certificates
should not be rejected on the sole ground that it does not contain the inscription *“Tiirkiye” but
another expression written to indicate our country. Should the Egyptian authorities have
reasonable doubts concerning the veracity of the documents, Egyptian Customs are invited (o
resort to the subsequent verification procedure.
